every-day-life!
Once again innovative ideas at the WunderWanderWeg. 

This year – again - Senn’s WunderWanderWeg offers a lot to see and explore. The Senn family achieved another goal this year. that is combining new technologies with nature. This is because nature such as new media will become more and more important in the future. In today's life you can skip the trip to the bank or the supermarket, because everything is available online too. This improvement the Senn family wants to make available for you in nature too.

NEW: The visitors of the WunderWanderWeg can explore details to the stations in the nature via respective QR-Codes directely at the stations. Every visitor who has a mobile can download a QR code to his mobile at the entrance. This way visitors can receive information about the herb gardens, the tree house, at the Kuh’ler Weg or also in the WunderForest directely using their mobile phone.

Aditionally, pupils of the Neue Mittelschule St. Anton am Arlberg school wrote 18 myths and legends to the respective stations. Visitors can download these wonderful tales along the WunderWanderWeg via QR Code to their mobile phones!

Of course we also offer our popular weekly program as in previous years: 
Such as for example „baking herbs bread“, „guided tours along the alpine flowers and herbs gardens “, „healthy Kneipping“ and „the use of garden and wild herbs in the kitchen“. 

NEW: For the first time this summer we offer Tea-hikes. Visitors learn about various possibilities to make tea, enjoy various types of tea and they can taste different samples right in our tea gardens. 

All our guided tours are available in german, english, french and italian!

NEW: Using solar engery technology enables Senni the cow – the trademark of the Kuh‘ler Weg – to speak to the visitors. 
She talks about the legend of the „Patteriolputz“!

Last year at the herbs festival we presented for the first time „Herbs Art“: 
Special plants with special scents were taken out of the 15 different alpine flowers and herbs gardens to create fantastic art pieces of a special scent. By drying these plant in a special way, their scent stays fresh for a long time and you can take the alpine feeling to every home.
This year we host the Arlberger Herbs Festival for the 3rd time on 15. August 2014 in and around Sennhütte.
General Information regarding WunderWanderWeg:

As every other year you can explore a lot of new things at the WunderWanderWeg. At the entrance you can find „A piece of wood that became a rock“ – it is about
80 – 100 millions of years old and invites you to amaze yourself! Then continue along the alpine flowers and herbs hike with 15 different gardens and about 1000 plants. Wether fairy tale meadow, whitches garden, men's business or ladies' stuff, there is something for every visitor. 
Next to the treehouse that is 13m above the ground you can find the Kneipp water basin, where tired legs can rest. Who is not sure about how to do Kneipping correctly can read the information signs and learn how to do it. If you want to explore it in deeper detail, cou an sign up for our Kneipp-course on „Healthy Kneipping“ where you learn the tricks and abouts from a qualified Kneippinstructor, because the very healthy Kneipping for feet and hands invented by the priest Kneipp is a little science. 
Next to the Kneipp basin, there is a lot of water runways for children and adults to play to refresh yourself or just have fun. In front of the Sennhütte there is our very popular adventure nature playground. Parents can see and watch their children from the sun terrace while enjoying the best of you herbs and Tyrolean cuisine. Whoever wants to can join farmer Marlies when she is baking fresh bread in the wooden oven every friday.

To feel and explore even more nature, take a walk along the WunderWald. Along this forest explanatory hike there are 15 stations to explore, think about and relax yourself. Wether in the canopy bed, at the monster tree, in the drunk forest or next to the ants. For every age there is interesting stuff! The WunderWald hike is about 1 km and easy to walk. 

On their way home visitors can explore the Kuh’ler Weg and learn about cows. What do cows do all day long? What special skills do they have? Visitors of the WunderWanderWege learn a lot about alps and mountain pastures, sheperds, as well as old and traditional famers working material and machines. You can find thse in Senn’s Pilla. That is a typical wooden hut and contains now lots of interesting information about how life worked on a farm in the old days, available in german and english. You can watch  goats and rabbits at their stables, and some even like to be pet.
Along Senn’s WunderWanderWeg you can have a day full of adventures and interesting curiosities as well as deeper insights into nature and its wonders. You can also take a piece of nature home, if you buy one of many available special gifts out of our herbs garden. For example herbs tea, herbs salt, meadow clary syrup, herbs chocolate, honey, scent boxes and many more. This year for the first time: apple-mint-syrup, Sone pine Schnaps and our homemade herbs to smoke in a smoker-box!
The Sennhütte also presents these gifts at the craftsmen and fresh market hosted by „Musica et Artificium“ on 28. June 2014. Senn‘s WunderWanderWeg is open from 27. June to mid September 2014 every day from 10.00 to 18.00, and you can also celebrate special occasions like weddings, aniversaries and other parties at the Sennhütte.
