“Nature in the Garden” award

For the 5th time, Tyrolean natural gardens were awarded the Nature in the Garden plaque. Prize winners from the community of St. Anton am Arlberg were also present at the award ceremony on November 10, 2018 in the country house in Innsbruck. Tanja and Markus Senn were welcomed by LH STv as part of the celebration. Mag. Ingrid Felipe and Dr. Bettina Ellinger, chairwoman of the Tyrolean Education Forum, presented the Nature in the Garden plaque.

Natural gardens not only create a place to relax but also provide valuable habitat for plants and animals. Butterflies, wild bees, hedgehogs and birds are not uncommon here, as they are supported by a diverse range of plants, nesting places and beneficial insect shelters. The use of pesticides, artificial fertilizers and peat is avoided. Numerous Tyrolean communities are also part of the Nature in the Garden initiative and design their green spaces ecologically and close to nature. With the Nature in the Garden plaque, a visible message is sent to the outside world.

The fairytale meadow, the witch's garden, the men's and women's thing

Around 1000 plants grow around the Sennhütte on the Alpine Flower and Herb Trail. There is something for every visitor in the 15 different gardens, lovingly created by the Senn family. The witch's garden conveys old knowledge from the witch's kitchen, in the women's business the men's loyalty grows and in the men's business the potency herb stands out. In the fairytale meadow you will find the gummy bear plant, the cola bush and much more! There are also many great gifts to purchase from the herb garden. For example, herbal tea, herbal salt, meadow sage syrup, herbal chocolate, bee honey, scented bags, homemade herbal products for smoking and much more. There are guided tours of the gardens under expert guidance and then the herbs are processed directly into syrups, smoothies, tea or balm. The weekly program also includes the popular “herb bread baking” or a tour of the alpine flower and herb garden. Then it becomes clear at the latest: there is a cure for every little problem! Next to the tree house at a height of 13 m is the Kneipp pool, which invites you to linger.

Senn's WunderWanderWeg is open daily from mid/late June to mid-September from 10 a.m. to 6 p.m. and is also ideal for special events such as weddings, birthdays, anniversary celebrations, etc. Every year on August 15th, the Arlberg herb festival and herb market take place at the Sennhütte.
