Bee garden, Incense plants and Aroma trail

The Senn family has come up with something new again this year!

On the path through the alpine flower and herb gardens you will now find a garden with special flowers for bees and very special incense plants as well as an aroma trail. In addition, the gardens around the Sennhütte have been awarded by the "Nature in the Garden" association!

During the weekly guided tours, you can learn many interesting details about the 15 themed gardens. There is also something new to discover at the playground!

The fairytale meadow, the witch's garden, the men's and women's thing

Approx. 1000 plants grow around the Sennhütte on the Alpine Flower and Herb Trail. There is something for every visitor in the 15 different gardens lovingly created by the Senn family. The witch's garden imparts ancient knowledge from the witch's kitchen, in the women's garden grows the men's chaff and in the men's garden the potency herb stands out. In the fairy tale meadow you will find the gummy bear plant, the cola bush and much more! But there are also many great gifts to buy from the herb garden. For example, herbal tea, herbal salt, meadow sage syrup, herbal chocolate, bee honey, fragrant sacks, homemade herbs for smoking and much more. There are guided tours of the gardens under expert guidance, followed by the processing of herbs directly into syrup, smoothies, tea or balm. The popular "herb bread baking" or the tour through the alpine flower and herb garden are also on the weekly programme. Then, at the latest, it becomes clear: there is a herb for every ailment! Next to the tree house at a height of 13 m is the Kneipp basin, which invites you to linger.
The drunken forest, the ant spirit, the four-poster bed and the monster tree

are among the 15 stations of the forest nature trail, which is approx. 1 km long and easy to walk. From the sun terrace of the Sennhütte, parents can watch their children in the nature playground and especially enjoy the freshly processed herbs in the Tyrolean cuisine. Senn's WunderWanderWeg has also been leading from Lake Maiensee in St. Christoph am Arlberg to the Sennhütte for several years. On this trail you learn a lot of interesting facts about nature and the history of the Arlberg.

World record
The largest flower edelweiss in the world - a source of strength 

On 5 August 2017, the Senn family took the Guinness World RecordsTM for the "Largest flower arrangement by number of flowers". This oversized edelweiss blooms right next to the Sennhütte. It consists of more than 107,000 individual edelweiss flowers and forms an extraordinary energy square in the middle on wooden energy loungers that invite you to rest. In the Alpine region, the edelweiss has always been considered a powerful symbol! Women appreciate the queen of the mountains for its anti-aging effect and healing properties. You can learn about such things on the new Edelweiss Trail, which leads directly to the Sennhütte. In the Edelweissstadl you can get additional information.
Senn's WunderWanderWeg is open daily from 28 June to 8 September 2019 from 10.00 a.m. to 6.00 p.m. and is also ideally suited for special events such as weddings, birthdays, anniversary celebrations, etc. The Sennhütte is characterised by very good regional cuisine with specialities from the herb garden. An additional highlight is the sun terrace with a beautiful view of the mountain panorama. Every year on 15 August, the Arlberg Herb Festival with herb market takes place at the Sennhütte.
