The world's larges Edelweiß flower – an energy hotspot 
From July, the world's largest Edelweiss flower is in full blossom directly next to the Sennhütte. The arrangement onsists of more than 20.000 single Edelweiß flowers and has a spectacular enery hotspot in its center. There you can relax in wodden enery chairs. In the Alps, the Edelweiß flower is a symbol of power ever since. Women ackowlege the queen of mountains for its anti-aging-effect and its healing power. Learn more about such things and many more in the nearby Edelweiß-Stadl.

Hildegard von Bingen’s lore 

A trained herbs specialist will teach interested guests about Hildegard von Bingen's lore and lessons. You'll witness the processment of fresh herbs into syrup, smoothies, tea or balsam. Also on the weekly program is our polular „baking of herbs bread“ or an interesting roudtrip to the alpine meadows and herbs gardens. Then at the latest, everyone will agree:

About 1000 plants grow around Sennhütte on the alpine meadow and herbs trails. There is something for every visitor. One can also buy many handmade gifts from our shop. For example herbs tea, herbs salt, meadow sage syrup, herbs chocolate, bees' honey, frangrance bags, handmade herbs to smoke and many more. Next to the 13m high treehousevisitors will find the Kneipp basin, where they can relax.
Drunk forest, ants' secret, canopy bed and monstrous tree
These are only some of the 15 stations of the forest trail, about 1 km long and easy to hike. Parents can watch their children play on the nature playground right from the sunny errace of the and enjoy the freshly processed herbs in the Tyrolean Cuisine.

What do cows do all day? What special skills do cows have? Visitors will learn many interesting facts about cows on alps, sheperds, and old, traditional objects of agriculture. Visitors can also see goats and bunnies, some even like to be petted.
